


mantle hours. During show hours, aisles
must be kept clear at all times.

Fire Equipment
Fire exits, hose cabinets and pull stations

must be in full view and kept clear at all
times.

Hazardous Displays

No hazardous display of any nature will
be permitted in any exhibit area of the
Hamilton Convention Centre without the
expressed permission of the Hamilton
Convention Centre as approved by the
Hamilton Fire Department. The above
includes open flames, hot coals, charcoal
grills, flammable liquids, toxic liquids or
gases, hazardous chemicals, etc., or any
hazardous liquid, solid or gas of a similar
nature.

Cleaning Booths

Cleaning of exhibit booths is the responsi-
bility of the exhibitor. If required, arrange-
ments can be made through the Hamilton
Convention Centre to have the booths
cleaned. Normal aisle cleaning is provided
during show hours by the Hamilton Con-
vention Centre.

Tape Removal

All tape that is used to mark booth spaces
must be removed at the conclusion of

the show. If this is not done the cost of
removal of same will be charged to the
show producer. Only non-marking tape is
to be used.

Damages

Any damage or removal of Hamilton Con-
vention Centre property will be repaired
or replaced and the costs incurred will be
billed to the show producer. Extraordinary
cleaning of carpets, parquet, woodwork or
walls will be carried out and all costs in-
curred will be billed to the show producer.

Food & Beverage
Vending

No food or beverage of any kind may be

dispensed or sold by exhibitors within the
Hamilton Convention Centre without the
written consent of the Hamilton Conven-
tion Centre.

Catering Vouchers
Catering vouchers are available for use
in the Hamilton Convention Centre.
Each voucher will require a signature of

a designated official of the company and
will be billed to the master account on the
conclusion of the show.

First Aid

There is a First-Aid Room on the lower
level. Should emergency assistance be
required, please call the Security Office at
extension 3044.

Admissions Counts

The Hamilton Convention Centre reserves
the right to maintain a daily count of ad-
missions for control purposes. This figure
is only for Management and not for public
knowledge.

Electrical Safety Code
Requirements

In accordance with the Ontario Electri-
cal Safety Code, all electrical equipment
must be C.S.A. approved or inspected
and approved by Ontario Hydro before
the equipment may lawfully be displayed,
offered for sale, disposed of, sold or used
in Ontario. A list of electrical safety code
requirements is included for your refer-
ence.

The Electrical Safety Code, Ontario Regu-
lation 794/80 requires that all electrical
equipment must be approved before it may
lawfully be advertised, displayed, offered
for sale, sold, or otherwise disposed of or
used in the Province of Ontario.

It is, therefore, the responsibility of each
exhibitor to ensure that all electrical equip-
ment in, on, or about his booth comply
with the above regulation. This includes
electrical merchandise as well as lighting
and display equipment.

Electrical equipment for which approval is
sought shall be submitted to the Cana-
dian Standards Association, 178 Rexdale
Boulevard, Rexdale, Ontario, MOW 1R3.
The approval of this association is accept-
able to all electrical inspection authorities
in Canada. You are referred to them for
details of procedure.

One of the fundamental requirements for
Canadian Standards Association certifica-
tion is that appropriate approval markings
(C.S.A. monogram or level) appear on
each device. If such markings are missing,
the device must be considered unapproved
and, therefore, subject to special inspec-
tion.

If you wish to display, offer for sale, or
use, any electrical equipment which is
not now certified by Canadian Standards
Association, it is first necessary to submit
the same to Ontario Hydro Corporation’s
Electrical Inspection Department for ap-
proval by means of their Special Inspec-
tion Services.

Should any of this equipment not con-
form, it is recommended that you request
permission to exhibit while the necessary
electrical approvals certification is being
sought.
